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JWB Board Member Judge Irene Sullivan Named to Blueprint Commission to Reform Florida’s Juvenile Justice System
25-Member Commission named by Department of Juvenile Justice Secretary Walter McNeil to develop plan that will reform Florida’s Juvenile Justice System 

(Pinellas County, FL)  JWB Children’s Services Council Board Member Judge Irene Sullivan was named to a panel which will oversee the reformation of Florida’s juvenile justice system.  The 25-member “Blueprint Commission,” announced this week by DJJ Secretary Walter McNeil, will develop a plan to respond to several key concerns, including juvenile recidivism, the overrepresentation of minority youth, and trends involving girls and criminal activity.

Judge Sullivan presides in the Unified Family Court, handling delinquency and dependency cases, and related family matters involving those children in her cases.  Judge Sullivan also presides over the truancy court in Pinellas County, Florida.  Her former assignment was in Family Law and Violence. Before becoming a judge she was a partner at Harris, Barrett, Mann and Dew in St. Petersburg, with a general civil litigation practice. 

In addition to serving on the Board of the JWB Children’s Services Council, Judge Sullivan also serves on the boards of PACE Center for Girls, The Ounce of Prevention Fund of Florida and the Health and Human Services Coordinating Council.  She is a member of steering committees created by the Florida Supreme Court and the Conference of Circuit Judges to address issues of children, families and the education of Florida judges.  She has a strong personal commitment to truancy prevention and serves as a board member and secretary of the National Truancy Prevention Association.
