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GOVERNOR APPOINTS LOCAL CHILD SERVICE LEADERS TO CHILDREN’S CABINET
TALLAHASSEE – The Florida Children’s Services Council is proud to recognize members of its Board of Directors for their gubernatorial appointments to the Children and Youth Cabinet today. FCSC board members appointed today were: Gay Lancaster, Executive Director of the JWB Children’s Services Council (CSC) of Pinellas County; and David Lawrence, Chairman of the Board for The Children’s Trust of Miami-Dade County. Another gubernatorial appointee, Dr. Judy Schaechter, also serves on the board for The Children’s Trust and is a physician and professor at the University of Miami, Mailman Center for Child Development.
The Florida Children’s Services Council is a statewide organization composed of 10 Children’s Services Councils in counties across the state. CSCs provide a dedicated, local source of funding for prevention and early intervention programs that promote positive outcomes for children and their families, such as healthy births, school readiness, and early school success. CSCs operate within a county as either an independent special taxing district approved by voter referendum, or as a dependent department within the county government.
CSC counties are home to more than 64 percent of Florida’s children and invest more than $380 million annually in children’s services. “CSCs work closely with the state agencies represented on the Children’s Cabinet, as well as the service providers back home,” explained Lancaster.  “I believe our emphasis on collaboration will serve the Cabinet well in realizing its vision.”
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
